They were

not, as Hilgruber said, formed out of Hitler's “real or supposed experiences” in the

First World War. They were made in the course of his political activity. By the end

of 1922 Hitler made [h'c main part of his war aims — the construction of a German

Empire in the East through the destruction of the Soviet Union under the great

influcnce of Heinrich Klaas, the leader of Alldeutschen Verband. a radical imperialist

organization which existed since the Imperial period.  But this aim had to be sup-

plemented with another war aim, namely, the acquisition of colonies in Africa, when

Hitler needed the help of colonial movements which also continued since the Second

Reich. Since the colonial aquisition would crash with the interest of England, whose

help Hitler needed for war against the Soviet Union, the African colonies were

planned to be obtained after the East aim was reached. After the seizure of power,

Hitler, in cooperation with Schacht, the Ministry of Economics, the Foreign Office

and the heavy industry, tried to control Southeastern Europe economically (in opposi-

tion to ;lg]'i(":llllll'ill and free trade interests) in order to make “GroBraumwirtschaft”,

a new edition of Friedrich Naumann's and others’ “Mitteleuropa”, a German war aim

in the First World War. Thus, Hitler's political aims covered almost all the imperial-
ist aims in Germany since the Second Reich.

Hitler's main' aim, however, remained the construction of a German Empire in
the East. The main difficulty of this policy was how to rule the conquered people.
Hitler believed, as did other German imperialists, that Eas:mrn European people were
impossible to rule because of their strong nationalism. Naumann preferred indirect
